2026. Every time, two researchers present their papers. Each contributor chooses an individual 
discussant whose comments are followed by an audience Q&A. Sessions are hybrid, but we 
encourage and prefer in-person participation. We invite you to send us proposals for papers related 
to but not limited to:

 Settlement in colonialism, and post-colonial discourse 

 Forced migration, population exchange, exile, diaspora 

 Abduction, human trafficking, and ransom 

 Migration choices 

 Emigration, brain drain, and remittance 

 Trade and migration 

 Seasonal migration, habitual migration, and nomadism 

 Method and theory in the study of migration
